Youth Perspective on Biodiversity, July 2010 :  In July, 

YFoEE participated in the third You-
PEC (European Youth Perspective) 
Conference, organized by the Bel-
gian youth organization JNM. The 5 
day conference brought together 
150 young people working on biodi-
versity, from across Europe, includ-

ing many from the YFoEE network and YFoE groups. 
Amongst other things, we took part in lectures, work-
shops and the writing of a youth declaration, to build a 
youth voice in response to the upcoming UN Convention 
on Biological Diversity October in Nagoya, and the You-
PEC made space for lots of networking and action plan-
ning between young people in Europe on this theme of 
Biodiversity. The declaration, which has already been 
delivered to the EU Commissioner of the Environment

point of contact for strategic and policy making proc-
esses on Renewable Energy and Climate Change issues.  
 
The hugely successful and inspiring event had a range of 
activities and topics that enabled the effective participa-
tion and learning of all the participants. The organisers 
invited experts to deliver training sessions and lectures 
on a range of topics from renewable energy sources 
(RES), RES policies development and implementation: 
best practices, global impacts of local lifestyle choices on 
the environment, post 2009 climate change negotiations 
and the role of youth in the negotiation process, climate 
change and inter-generational equity in the point of view 
of sustainable development, organic farming as a pattern 
of sustainable development, sustainable consumption 
and production in terms of economic and environmental 
crises, zero-carbon emission concept and it's case studies 
on the implementation.  
 

Further, the participants had a unique opportunity to get 
knowledge through participation in the sessions as well 
as visits to local pilot manors in Ukraine, where sustain-
able patterns of farming and energy sources have been 
used. The structure of the sessions allowed for an active 
involvement of each participant in the discussions, mak-
ing inputs to the whole process.

News from Norway!  
LoVeSe (Written by Bente Lorentzen) :  In 2010, Nature & Youth Norway (Natur og Ungdom NU) is working against 
the oil industry that wants to drill for oil in the areas outside Lofoten, Vesterålen and Senja (LoVeSe). Whats the prob-
lem? The oil industry alone is responsible for 30% of Norway's emissions. In addition, the areas outside LoVeSe is one 
of the richest nature-areas in Norway, with many important fish stocks and large bird colonies that is specially vulner-
able to external influence like oil spills. Natur og Ungdom (NU) is working to get LoVeSe marked as an oil free area.
